Kit Revision 

This is the second revision (Rev. *A) of the Kit. Following are the changes implemented in this revision: 

 Newer CCG EVK Base Board (600-60271-01 REV05) with fix for the following limitations observed in 
the earlier revisions of the hardware: 

o VBUS voltage dropping below vSrcNew* when a peer device draws more than 3A on a Type-
C port 

o Overshoot and undershoot on VBUS exceeding max and min limits of vSrcValid* by up to 
10% during voltage transitions

 Inclusion of EZ-PD Configuration Utility in the Kit Installer 

 Newer version of CCG3 DRP firmware**
